The 35th Annual Athena Awards Gala will be held on Thursday, March 27, 2025, bringing together
over 300 influential leaders, innovators, and supporters of women’s leadership in Nashville. For
over three decades, the Athena Awards has recognized and honored women who demonstrate
excellence, creativity, and initiative in their professional and personal lives. This is an evening
dedicated to uplifting women and celebrating their outstanding achievements.

The award is named for Athena, the Greek goddess of wisdom and skill, known for her steadfast
courage. Her spirit lives today in those individuals who use their vision, reason, and persistence to
excel while reaching out and opening the way for others.

The National Association of Women Business Owners (NAWBO) brought the ATHENA Award to
Nashville in 1990.

The ATHENA Scholarship Program was established in 1993 and encourages high school seniors to
pursue a college education. The Nashville ATHENA Scholarship Program was expanded in 2001 to
include a non-traditional scholarship category to support women who chose to pursue or
complete higher education later in life.

The ATHENA Young Professional Award was first presented in 2011 to honor women between the
age of 25-40 who excel in their field, devote time to their community, and serve as a role model
for young women.
